The Internet Archive, a 501(c) 
(3) non-profit, is building a digi­
tal library of Internet sites and 
other cultural artifacts in digital 
form including movies, live mu­
sic, audio and text documents. 
Like a paper library, they pro­
vide free access to research­
ers, historians, scholars, and 
the general public. They have a 
regional scanning center in the 
Allen County Public Library, 
and have digitized 1.1 million 
documents available on its 
Web site, www.archive.org.

Fol­
lowing sanguinary victories at 
those places, the unit rode to 
battles in Tennessee, North 
Carolina, and Georgia, then 
joined Union General Sherman 
for part of his march to Atlanta. 
Susan's story continues into 
1884, where she discovered "a 
mysterious death in Pennsyl­
vania."
