This Evaluation Framework establishes a coordinated, partnership-wide approach to measuring shared impact across AUOR programs. It
is designed to guide aligned evaluation activities, support collaborative learning and decision-making, and strengthen the partnership’s
collective effectiveness over time.

Evaluation Question 1: To what extent is the AUOR partnership achieving collective impact?

¢ How has the community benefited from the AUOR partnership?

e How are the AUOR partners’ services more effective, or are their missions better achieved because of the AUOR partnership?

Evaluation Question 2: How can the AUOR partnership achieve greater collective impact?

e What are the strengths of the AUOR model?
¢ How can the AUOR model be improved?
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Evaluation data are analyzed to assess patterns of engagement, perceived benefits, and equitable participation across
different demographic and geographic groups, with a focus on partnership-wide impacts.
